ASTHE SISTERS“DOZE", WHAT LIESBENEATH?

August 22, 1949

“The feast of the Immaculate Heart of Mary was a glorious day for us. Shortly after dinner the Reverends
O'Neill and Seifen called at the convent and prevailed on Mother and the Sisters to break ground for the
new convent. About 1:30 the Monsignor and the two priests, with all the Sisters gathered on the ground
where our new convent will stand and broke ground. The ceremony was quiet, but very thrilling. That af-
ternoon the bulldozer arrived and completed the excavation before the end of the week. The Sisters then
took plenty of Sacred Heart badges, Miraculous medals, also St. Joseph medals and placed them in the
foundation of the structure.” (St. Gregory School Log, 1949)
